
Abstract 

The aim of this article is to lay bare the role creative arts in Zimbabwe are playing in 

decolonising the minds of indigenous people especially with regards to the Land Reform 

programme which was earnestly carried out in the year 2000 - 2008 by the nationalist 

government.
